CONTRACTORS FORMAL AGREEMENT
CLEANFILL ACCEPTANCE CRITERIA
APPLIES TO: MACES ROAD YARD, MCLEARNS ISLAND QUARRY AND MINERS ROAD QUARRY

Agresment Purpose:
This agreement has heen developed to ensure compliance with KB Contracting & Quarries Ltd’s Resource Consent Requirements and
all cleanfilling requirements of Local Authority Bylaws. ’

KB Contracting & Quarries Ltd requires that no centractors, or their sub-contractors shall depasit cleanfill at their agproved sites
without having signed a formal agreement, within the previous 12 months, and that the deposited cleanfill will meet the outlined
acceptance eriteria.

Cleanfill Acceptance Criteria:
Material deposited shall be restrcted to clean nert fill derived from roading or demalition operations, including:
*  Uncantaminated soils, rock, gravels, sand, clay and other inorganic inart natural matarials;
+  Dryasphalt {cured);
. Bricks;
*  Ceramics;
+  Concrete, un-reinforced (including dried slurry concrete);
+ Reinforeed concrete is acceptable providing protruding reinfercing steel is cut off at the concrete face
»  Masonry blocks,

Mo coal tar, road sweepings or hydro-excavated waste will be accepted.

No material will be accepted that has been identified on Environment Canterbury’s Listed Land Use Register [LLUR] as criginating
frem a site where hazardous activitias and indusirles have been located {HAIL) or if the heavy metals and chemlcal reading in the
material are higher than the background levels at our cleanfill sites. This exctudes any site where a detailed site investigation has
been completed and reported which demaonstrates that any contaminants in or on the site or the matarial to be deposited from that
site, are at or below, background concentrations for the site at which the material is being deposited (i.e. the KBCQ facility), In such
cases the contractor shall provide evidence in the form of full environmental investigation reports prepared by a suitably qualified and
experienced environmental practitioner that verifies that the waste meets these criteria.

All other material shall be excluded from the site, including but not limitad to those materials defined as unacceptable inthe
document titled A Guide to the Managerent of Cleanfills”, Ministry for Environment 2002,

If it is found that a contracter has deposited contaminated material in a KB Contracting & Quarries cleanfill site, all costs incurred to
extract the material will be at the contractor's expense. Removal of the material to an acceptable site will be the contractor’s
responsibility.

By signing this agreement, vour business is confirming that the material being deposited as cleanfill meets the cutlined acceptance
criteria. Any matarial that doas not comply with this agreement will not be aceepted at KB Contracting & Quarries Ltd cleanfil] sites
and penalties may be imposed if there is failure to comply. ’

This agreement will require renewal on the 18 of April each vear in order to continue to use this service.
